Eligibility

university of recognized standing.

e Be a U.S. citizen or hold permanent resident status.

e Be enrolled as a full-time student in the Garman Art Conservation program.

e Cannot already be receiving a Diversity Tuition Scholarship from Buffalo State College

®  Meet at least two of the following criteria:
1.) Be a first-generation college student

2.) Be a member of an underrepresented or marginalized group (including but not limited to
underrepresented racial or ethnic populations, LGBTQIA+, low income, individuals with disabilities, etc.)

3.) Have overcome personal, social and/or physical obstacles pursuing an education and/or affected by a
living environment or academic setting that may have hindered educational pursuits.

4.) Demonstrate a commitment to diversity and inclusion, and /or leadership in working with
underrepresented groups, through employment, community service or other involvement.
